Child Safety Seat Guidelines for Distribution 
Last updated 8/15/11:

1. Safety Seat installers may only distribute one seat per child, per type.  
2. The child or expectant mother must be present to receive the safety seat.  If an expectant mother is receiving the safety seat, she must be expecting in no more than two months.
3. The parent’s primary vehicle must be available for installation of the safety seat.

4. If the above guidelines are met, seats may be given for children who have lost a safety seat due to a vehicle accident or house fire.

5. The certified safety seat installer must log the adult’s name, child’s name, date of installation and type of seat.  This spreadsheet will be kept in the program manager’s office as well as on the public drive for ongoing updates.

6. Limited seats are available.  Certified installers will make decisions on seat installation/distribution based on the guidelines stated above and current seat availability.
